E. Osers predstavil Ctenafské vefejnosti v anglo-
fonnich zemich vyznacné éeskeé slovesné tvlrce,
napfiklad Jaroslava Seiferta, Jana Skécela,
Vitézslava Nezvala, Egona Hostovského, Ivana
Klimu nebo Karla Capka. Prelozil 150 knih,
Z toho temér Ctyficet shirek poezie. Vecer za-
hajila PhDr. Vlasta Brtnikova, CSc. z Nadaéniho
fondu Festivalu. O autorové tvorbé promluvil
Prof. PhDr. Martin Hilsky, CSc. z Ustavu anglisti-
Ky a amerikanistiky FF UK. V podani ¢lena ¢ino-
hry Narodniho divadla Josefa Vinklare zaznély
ukazky z autorovy sbirky basni Zlaté mésto
i osobni vzpominky autora, kieré zafadil do kni-
hy Loriské snéhy.

Z kvétnovych pofadl vynikla pfednaska
Sonja’s Legacy/Sonin odkaz dr. Roberta Fischla
z USA o osudech jeho sestfenice Soni Fische-
rove, kiera zahynula v Osvétimi. Vystava jejich
kreseb a maleb z Terezina se bude konat ve
Vzdélavacim a kulturnim centru od poloviny zafi
do konce Ffijna 2005. Ve Vzdélavacim a kulturnim
centru byla téz zahajena vystava obrazl a grafik
akademického malife Karla Safafe Zidovské
motivy magické Prahy. Vystaveny byly cykly
olejomaleb Praha, Zidovskd minulost, Golem
a Mudrcové a cykly grafickych listd MojZi§ a Kaf-
kova Praha.
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In March, the Jewish Museum in Prague’s
Education and Culture Centre, in association
with the Prague Writers' Festival, hosted an eve-
ning with Ewald Osers, the Czech-born British
poet and translator of Czech literature. With
150 translated books - including nearly 40 poet-
ry anthologies - to his credit, Ewald Osers has
introduced the works of major Czech writers
to the English-speaking world, such as Jaroslav
Seifert, Jan Skacel, Vitézslav Nezval, Egon
Hostovsky, Ivan Klima and Karel Capek. The
event at the Centre, entitled You Cant Get Rid of
a Prague Accent, opened with a talk by Dr.
Vlasta Brinikova from the Prague Writers' Fes-
tival Foundation. Osers’ work was also discus-
sed by Prof. Martin Hilsky from the Department
of English and American Studies at Charles
University, Prague. National Theatre member
Josef Vinklar read excerpts from Osers’ poetry
anthology Golden City and Osers himself read
from his memoirs The Snows of Yesteryear.

In May, the Centre hosted an outstanding
lecture by Dr. Robert Fischl entited Sonja’s
Legacy which was about the life of his cousin
Sonja Fischerova who perished in Auschwitz.
An exhibition of Sonja's drawings and paintings
from Terezin will be on view at the Centre from
mid-September to late October 2005. Also
in May, the Centre opened an exhibition of pain-
tings and graphic art by Karel Saféf Jewish
Motifs of Magical Prague. Among the exhibits
were the series of oil paintings Prague, The
Jewish Past, The Golem and Wise Men and
the series of prints Moses and Kafka's Prague.
